Just a Few Updates 
 
Ethanol Avoided! 
It is our pleasure to inform you that Gas at the Eldean Fuel Dock will once again be Ethanol-
Free this summer.  We will be offering a 91 Octane Marathon Gasoline with Valvtect 
Additive.  Be careful when filling up at other stations.  Most marinas will only be offering 89 
octane gas WITH Ethanol.  Problems with ethanol fuel include having a short shelf life (it may 
not be good after sitting in your tank for 6 months), absorbing moisture, and causing 
problems for fuel filters and gas tanks (it eats away some fiberglass and metal tanks).  This 

higher octane fuel will also improve engine efficiencies and burn cleaner. It is projected that the higher octane, 
ethanol-free fuel will cost 5 to 10 cents more per gallon.  However, by avoiding ethanol associated problems and 
costs and by increasing engine efficiency, it is likely that you will be saving on maintenance associated costs and 
be a much happier boater! Regardless, fuel costs are projected to be much lower in 2009 than in 2008 when 
summer prices peaked around $5/gal. For more information on Ethanol, please check:
